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Myths

A child will not be able to progress to
Secondary One if s/he fails one
subject.

A child will not be eligible for the
Express stream if s/he is taking one
or more Foundation subject(s), even
if s/he obtains good grades in these
subjects.

A child has As for three subjects and
a borderline grade for the fourth
subject. S/he is not eligible for the
EXxpress stream.

Fact

A candidate will be eligible for a particular
secondary school's course if his/lher PSLE
aggregate score meets that respective
course’s requirements:

e EXpress

e Express or Normal (Academic) [option
band]

e Normal (Academic)

e Normal (Academic) or Normal (Technical)
[option band]

If the candidate’s PSLE aggregate score
does not meet the requirements for the
Normal (Academic) or Normal (Technical)
option band, he/she will be eligible for the
Normal (Technical) course if he/she obtains
at least:

e Grade E in English Language (or grade 4
in Foundation English Language); and

e Grade E in Mathematics (or grade 4 in
Foundation Mathematics).
